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Angels can be created from:

recycled material - wood - metal - feathers - silky material - natural materials -
branches, leaves, flowers - they can be knitted, sewn or painted (on hardboard,
cardboard, MDF) - we leave it to your imagination and inventiveness!

All Angels must have wings. They can be any size from very small to a maximum of
4 feet (1.2 metres) tall.

Your angel must be your own original work.
Angels are entered free of charge.

The closing date to submit your entry form is 31 October 2018.
The organisers reserve the right to bring the closing date forward should the Festival be over-subcribed - submit
your entry form in good time!

There will be a prize for the most popular angel - visitors to the Festival will be asked
to vote for their favourite angel with their spare change.

Entries from under-18s will be separately assessed by a panel of judges.

ENTRY CATEGORIES:

1. Children: children must be under 12 years old on 31 October.
There will be a first 1st, 2nd and 3rd prize for the best angel.

2. Teens (12 -17 years): you must be between 12 and 17 on 31 October 2018 to
submit an entry to this category.

3. Adult (18 and over): 18 or over on 31 October.

4. Group (e.g a club, residential care home etc): groups can submit a group entry.
This does not preclude individual members of the group from entering their
own angel.

If you want to enter an angel in more than one of the categories for which you are
eligible e.g. the individual category and the group category, you need to submit a
second entry form. These can be downloaded from our website

All angels to be delivered to the church on Wednesday, 21 November between 4.00 p.m
and 6.00 p.m. or on Thursday 22 November from 10.00 a.m to 4.00 p.m. They can be
collected from the church at the end of the festival or between 9.30 a.m. and 4.00 p.m.
on Monday, 26 November.
